Pursuant to Governor Murphy’s Executive Order 144, which provides guidance for the July 7th Primary 
Election amid the COVID-19 crisis, polling locations will be consolidated.   
 

● A reduced number​ of polling locations will be available on July 7, 2020 to provide voters with 
only​ ​a paper, provisional ballots​. Voting machines will ​only be​ available for voters with 
disabilities.  

 
● Fanwood locations will be as follows: 

 
Districts 1, 2, 6 and 7 will vote at Fanwood Borough Hall, rear entrance 75 N. Martine Avenue,  
Districts 3, 4 and 5 will vote at LaGrande Park Building, entrance on LaGrande Avenue. 

 
      Polls will be open from 6:00 am to 8:00 pm​.  

 
● All active, registered Democratic and Republican Voters will ​automatically receive a Vote by 

Mail ​Ballot. Return postage is prepaid. You should have already received yours.  If you have not 
received your Ballot, contact the County Clerk’s Office, Election Division at (908) 527-4996. 
 

● Unaffiliated voters and inactive voters will ​automatically receive an application​ for a vote by 
mail ballot. In order to receive a ballot, you will have to declare a party affiliation.  Return 
postage is prepaid.  Applications must be received by the County Clerk by ​June 23, 2020​ in order 
to receive a Ballot on time.  Contact County Clerk if you have not received an application at (908) 
527-4996. 
 

● Vote by Mail Ballots postmarked on or before ​Election Day, July 7,​ will be counted so long as 
they are received by July 14, 2020. 

 
● If you don’t want to depend on the mail, or are delivering your ballot close to election day, mail 

in ballots may be deposited in one of the 5 secure ballot drop boxes located throughout the 
county. Drop Boxes will be located at the following locations:

o Union Municipal Building, 1976 Morris Avenue, Union, NJ 07083 

 



● You can also drop off Ballots to Union County Board of Elections located at 271 Broad Street, 
Elizabeth, NJ 07208.  They will be open daily from 8:00 am to 4:00 pm.  In addition to regular 
weekday hours, the office will be open for ballot return on Saturday, June 20, Saturday, June 27, 
and Saturday, July 4 from 8:00 am to 1 pm each day.  

 
● The Union County Clerk’s Office is providing extra hours for voters in both their Elizabeth and
